Potential church closings/mergers

Here are some of the recommendations in the Catholic parish reorganization plan posted March 22, 2006 on the AoD website: www.aodonline.org. They are tentative and could be changed when Cardinal Adam Maida releases his plan on March 29. Further details are to be shared at masses on April 1 and 2.

MACOMB COUNTY

Eastpointe, Roseville, St. Clair Shores, Harper Woods: About 10 parishes in these east-side suburbs may cluster or merge in coming years, among them St. Veronica and St. Basil in Eastpointe, St. Germaine and St. Gertrude in St. Clair Shores; and St. Peter and Our Lady Queen of Peace in Harper Woods.

Clinton Township: St. Claude and St. Thecla should merge by June 2007, as should St. Louis and St. Valerie.

Warren: Merging when priests retire or are reassigned -- St. Louise and St. Cletus; St. Dorothy, St. Leonard and Ascension.

OAKLAND COUNTY

Birmingham/Troy: St. Columban in Birmingham and St. Alan in Troy may cluster or merge after pastors' retirements.

Southfield: St. Bede, St. Michael, St. Ives and St. Beatrice to merge into one parish by mid-2007, with location to be determined.

Farmington/Farmington Hills: The seven parishes need to explore possible consolidations in 2008-10.

WAYNE COUNTY

Dearborn: St. Martha and St. Joseph should merge.

East side parishes St. Alphonsus, St. Clement and St. Barbara, along with nearby St. Cunegunda in Detroit, to develop a cluster/merger plan for when current pastors retire or are reassigned.

Dearborn Heights: These pairings need to develop a plan to cluster or merge for when current pastors retire or are reassigned -- St. Mel and St. Sabina; St. Albert the Great and St. John the Baptist.

Westland: To cluster if pastors retire or reassign -- St. Richard and SS. Simon and Jude; Divine Savior and St. Theodore.

Redford Township: St. John Bosco should close or merge when pastor retires.

Livonia: St. Genevieve and St. Maurice should cluster.

Garden City: St. Raphael and St. Dunstan should cluster.

Detroit: Closing -- Martyrs of Uganda, St. Brendan and Guardian Angels.

Should merge -- St. Anthony with Annunciation/Our Lady of Sorrows; Immaculate Heart of Mary and St. Gerard.

Also, the trio of St. Andrew, Our Lady of Mt. Carmel and St. Anthony Lithuanian should merge or close when pastors can no longer serve.

To be decided: St. John Cantius, merge or close after October 2007 and its 105th anniversary fest.

Potential mergers or clusters: Our Lady Queen of Heaven, St. Raymond and Good Counsel.

Downriver: Two dozen parishes will be asked to organize a series of clusters, groups of two to four parishes that will share priests.
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
